Myanmar embarked on a path of political and economic reforms in 2011, paving
the way for developing the country’s large potential.

According to a 2012 ADB study, Myanmar could follow Asia’s fast growing econo-
mies and expand at 7% to 8% a year, become a middle income nation, and triple
per capita income by 2030 if it can surmount substantial development challenges
by further implementing across-the-board reforms.

In August 2012, ADB stepped up its presence in Myanmar by assigning more staff
to extended missions in the country.
